The Manx National tartan was designed by Miss Patricia
McQuaid. This tartan was made at the Laxey Woollen Mills until

a disagreement between Miss McQuaid and Richard Wood
(owner of the mill) and Miss McQuaid took the tartan away.

This resulted in Richard designing the Manx Laxey tartan which
